‘Swachha Grahi’ Name Plate Campaign kick starts under Swachh Bharat Mission

On the occasion of the Birth Anniversary of Shri.Atal Bihari Vajpayee (Former P.M.of India), the Ministry of Urban Development in association with Indraprasth Sanjeevni NGO kickstarted the  ‘Swachha Grahi’ nameplate campaign under Swachh Bharat Mission on 25 Dec 2016. 
The first Swachha Grahi nameplate was installed outside the residence of Shri. Shyam Sharma, Mayor, SDMC (South Delhi Municipal Corporation). Mr. Sharma installed the plate outside his house at Hari Nagar in West Delhi in the presence of Shri Praveen Prakash, Joint Secretary MoUD and Mission Director, SBM (Urban), Mr. Sanjeev Arora, Chairman Indraprasth Sanjeevni NGO and other residents of the area.

Shri Praveen Prakash also helped in installing the nameplate outside Mr. Sharma’s house as well as few other shops in the locality. The owners of these shops were asked for their consent by signing a form before putting the nameplate outside their shops. The campaign, which has started from West Delhi, will spread to other parts of Delhi soon, encouraging the citizens to be a part of Swachh Bharat Mission.
The Ministry of Urban Development launched this initiative on 15 December where Punjabi pop singer Mr. Daler Mehndi and Mr. Praveen Prakash, Joint Secretary MoUD and Mission Director, SBM (Urban) inaugurated the Swachh Grahi nameplates.  As part of the initiative, households and residential colonies in various parts of Delhi will display a  ‘Swachha Grahi’ nameplate outside their houses. The purpose of displaying the nameplate is to reinforce the message of keeping one’s house and surroundings clean amongst the residents of India and in the process encourage the citizens to contribute towards cleanliness and green environment.
NGO Indraprasth Sanjeevni based in New Delhi will be providing the nameplate free of cost to various residential colonies in Delhi and work closely with RWAs under this initiative.
