The Schedules do not generally give a full description of the works to be carried out under each item.  Agency shall be deemed to have read the Employer’s Requirements and other sections of the Proposal Document and reviewed the Drawings to ascertain the full scope of the requirements included in each item prior to filling in the rates and prices.  The entered rates and prices shall be deemed to cover the full scope as aforesaid, including overheads and profit.

If Agency are unclear or uncertain as to the scope of any item, they shall seek clarification in accordance with ITA 6 prior to submitting their Proposal.

Prices shall be filled in indelible ink, and any alterations necessary due to errors, etc., shall be initialed by the Agency. 


As specified in the Proposal Data Sheet and Special Conditions of Contract, prices shall be subject to adjustment in accordance with the corresponding Appendix (Price Adjustment) to the Contract Agreement, if any.
